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PROGRAM DETAILS

What is the Bridge Program? Eastern Wyoming College is hosting a program that
was created to help students brush up on math, reading, and English skills just
before their first semester at EWC. The intense academic instruction will be
accompanied by sessions on study skills and making a healthy transition into college
life at EWC. Bridge Program Students retake the COMPASS Placement Exam at the
end of the program and can possibly place into higher level math, reading, or
English classes. Higher test results can mean skipping a developmental level course
and saving time and money!

Who is invited to the Bridge Program? Based on COMPASS Placement Exam scores,
only those students that would most benefit by participating in the Bridge Program
are being invited. Students who do not immediately meet the invitation criteria for
the Bridge Program may request to be placed on a waiting list for the program.

When is the Bridge Program? The Bridge Program begins at 4:00 p.m. on Monday,
August 18, 2008 and ends at approximately 5:00 p.m. on Sunday, August 24, 2008.
Check-in will be at the Student Center.

Where is the Bridge Program? Eastern Wyoming College is located at 3200 West C
Street, in Torrington, Wyoming. Most activities for the Bridge Program will be held
on-campus and will give Bridge Program Students the opportunity to get familiar
with the classrooms and buildings on-campus. Transportation to any off-campus
activities will be provided.

How much does it cost to participate in the Bridge Program? There is no cost to
participate in the Bridge Program. Itis free! Gratis! No charge! In fact, students will
receive fun stuff by participating in the program.

How do students apply/register to participate in the Bridge Program? To
apply/register for the Bridge Program, please call or email Andrea Bryant at
307.532.8378 or andrea.bryant@ewc.wy.edu. The registration deadline is August 1,
2008. We recommend students register as soon as possible because we are limited
to 24 participants and we expect the spots to fill quickly! Students will be notified of
their acceptance into the program within two weeks from when their
application/registration materials have been received.

Where will students stay during the Bridge Program? We have made special
arrangements with the Housing Office for the Bridge Program Students to stay in the
EWC Residence Halls during the Bridge Program free of charge. Students are
not required to stay in the residence halls, but are invited to do so.
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BRIDGE PROGRAM COMMITMENT

One of the goals of the Bridge Program at Eastern Wyoming College is for our students to be
better prepared for the academic demands of their fall courseload. In addition, the
comprehensive program is designed to help students make a transition from their environment
to ours. Students receive personal attention throughout the Bridge Program from a team of
experienced instructors in reading, math, English, study skills, and college life skills. At the end of
the program, students retake the college placement exam. Materials for the program are
provided and there is no charge for the program.

The Bridge Program provides an opportunity to get ahead in coursework and develop reading,
math, English, and study skills. Additionally, Bridge Program Students will be better able to
navigate the EWC system and resources and will become familiar with campus layout, libraries,
and computer labs. Throughout the entire program, we build a support network with students,
faculty, advisers, and staff. Summer Bridge students also receive ongoing academic and
advising support throughout their first year at EWC. This includes required tutoring, study
nights, and invitations to academic workshops.

In exchange for all the Bridge Program provides, students are asked to fully commit to the
program and to their own academic success. Students are expected to commit the time, energy,
and positive attitude necessary to fulfill the program requirements. All students must meet the
following requirements in order to successfully complete the Bridge Program:

e Attendance: Students must attend all activities, including classes, meals, fitness activities,
and evening social events arriving on time and staying for the entire session. Being late
or missing one session will place a student on program probation. Doing so a second
time will constitute dismissal from the program and from the residence halls for the
duration of the program.

e Preparation: Students must come to class ready to discuss course material.

e Participation: Students must be attentive and participate in all classroom activities.

e Tutoring: Students must attend one hour of tutoring in the Learning Skills Lab each week
for at least 12 of the 16 weeks during the fall semester and again in the spring semester.

e Communication: Students will communicate about issues, concerns, and needs to the
Bridge Program Coordinator, Andrea Bryant, in a timely fashion and on a regular basis
throughout the program and academic year.

Students with disabilities are reminded of another type of commitment they need to make for
their academic success. Eastern Wyoming College provides a variety of services and academic
accommodations to eligible students with documented disabilities. If you require
accommodations you must apply for services and have your disability and eligibility determined
before accommodations can be made.

The remaining requirements will be completed during
the first four weeks of fall and, at that point, Bridge Program students will have one
credit hour complete! Fall semester classes officially begin on Tuesday, August 26, 2008
and all Bridge Program Students will participate in EWC New Student Orientation the
morning of Monday, August 25, 2008. The Bridge Program wiill be
complete; however we'll see each other many times throughout the
semester.
